Business Crime Reduction Centre expands across Yorkshire and the Humber  

AXA Business Crime index published in May 2010, 
claims that Halifax is the countryôs business crime 
hot spot for the second year running.  

The report claims that one in 15 businesses make 
an insurance claim, over 50% more than the 
national average. Bradford is placed fourth in the 
ranking.  

In contrast Sheffield and Doncaster have reduced 
the number of incidents reported with both areas 
dropping out of AXAôs top 20. 

The report states that the average insurance claim 
made by businesses is £4000. Research revealed 
only two thirds of businesses who had been a 
victim of crime claimed on their insurance, with 
many minor incidents 
never reported.

Business crime down again in 
South Yorkshire  

The 1st quarter of 2010 revealed a further 
reduction in the amount of crime against 
businesses reported in South Yorkshire. The 
graph below shows a slight increase in the 
number of crimes reported in March, and a 
correlation between the trends in previous 
years. 

Theft and handling stolen goods continue to 
be the main types of crime taking place, 
followed by burglary and criminal damage.
